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    A new wetlands filtration system is now in place at GRCA’s pond.  For just 
looking at it, this means a new pool with a waterway tumbling into the pond on the 
east side and a smaller pool with a similar waterway on the south end of the pond 
by the Clubhouse.  It also means that that stagnant pea-soup-pond is gradually be-
ing transformed into a clear water sanctuary.  Observant visitors can now actually 
see some of the fish and other critters who live there! 
    So how does this work?  The pools are actually deep holes filled with large 
rocks on the bottom and then smaller and smaller sized rocks up to a layer of peb-
bles on the top—just inches under the surface of the pool.  There are two under- 
water pumps out in the middle of the pond; each pumps pond water to the “rock-
bottom” of its pool.  The water is filtered by all the rocks and the plant roots as it 
makes its way to the surface and then flows down the waterfall back into the pond. 
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If you need help moving the 
item, call the office and 
we’ll try to arrange a hand 
for you.   It is not good man-
ners to just abandon items in 
the halls nor is it cool to 
chuck bags of garbage out 
over your balcony. (You al-
ready knew that from kin-
dergarten, right?) 

Dog dodo goes in the baskets 
on the posts; wastebasket 
trash and small throw-away 
stuff goes in the dumpsters, 
but what to do with that old 
broken sofa???  Take large 
items like that and set them 
beside the dumpster east of 
the maintenance shop 
(which is on the east side of 

the Clubhouse). 
 

AND for those RECY-
CLERS among us, 
plans are in the works 
for a multiple dumpster 
recycling depository to 
be built along the ser-
vice road in that same 
area east of the mainte-
nance shop.  Recycla-
bles could all be depos-
ited in the same con-
tainer--- no need any 
more to separate them.
